Separate funding applications must be submitted for Title III-D Disease Prevention/Health Promotion Programs and for Title III-D Medication Management Programs.

For FY2011, 50% of Title III-D Disease Prevention/Health Promotion funds must be targeted toward evidence-based prevention programs.   An evidence-based program must meet one of the following criteria:

1. The program is recognized as evidence-based by the National Council on Aging, the Centers for Disease Control, or the Aging Services Division of the Connecticut Department of Social Services.

2. The program is research-tested and/or clinically evaluated and proven to provide older adults 60 and over with positive healthy outcomes in a community-based setting.
Strong preference will continue to be given to funding regional or sub-regional proposal(s) that have one lead agency as the designated applicant. Proposal(s) should target the medically underserved, and preference should be given to providing services to older individuals with greatest economic need and older individuals with greatest social need (with particular attention to low- income older individuals, including low-income minority individuals, older individuals with limited English proficiency, and older individuals residing in rural areas). Emphasis will be placed on a project that brings together a network of service providers, volunteers and community organizations. This project must be evidence-based and have the ability to measure and submit to AASCC specific outcome measurement results. It is expected that a plan for pre and post measurement will be included in the application. 
As per State of Connecticut, DSS, SUA requirements; mental health services must be included in health promotion/disease prevention counseling & education projects. This can include, but is not limited to, prevention of and education about the effects of alcohol and substance abuse; education about mental health conditions and screening for depression.
AASCC reserves the right not to fund one regional or sub-regional Title III-D project but instead fund more than one project. If AASCC funds multiple projects, the criteria for funding will be comparable to what is listed above for funding one regional or sub-regional proposal.
AASCC may fund projects in the following category under Title III-D Disease Prevention and Health Promotion project/s that includes any of the following:

Educational programs on availability, benefits and appropriate use of preventive health services covered under Title 18 of the Social Security Act;

9.
Medication management screening and education to prevent incorrect medication and adverse drug reactions; and to teach effective and safe use of medications. (For Medication Management funding)

10.
Information concerning diagnosis, prevention, treatment and rehabilitation of related diseases and chronic disabling conditions, including osteoporosis, cardiovascular diseases, and Alzheimer's disease, and related disorders with neurological and organic brain dysfunction;

12. Counseling regarding social services and follow-up health services described in (1) through (11).

Title III-E National Family Caregiver Support Program (NFCSP):

To assist grandparents raising grandchildren and other older adult relative caregivers raising children in their role as caregiver by providing short-term respite for the caregiver. This can include but is not limited to: “summer camp day(s)”, YM/YWCA’s (or other agency) holiday/vacation/after school day(s) scholarships for children, “spa days” for the grandparent caregiver, etc. (This service has the highest priority, but other proposals may be considered).

Other proposals that may be considered include:

A. Direct assistance to grandparent caregivers in gaining access to needed services; i.e. transportation, legal services, etc.

B. Other innovative and creative proposals that positively impact the above listed service category.
DEFINITIONS:

(1) CHILD- The term “child” means an individual who is not more than 18 years of age or who is an individual with a disability.
(2) GRANDPARENT OR OLDER INDIVIDUAL WHO IS A RELATIVE CAREGIVER- The term grandparent or “older individual who is a relative caregiver” means a grandparent or step-grandparent of a child, or a relative of a child by blood, marriage or adoption who is 55 years of age or older and –

(A) lives with the child;

(B) is the primary caregiver of the child because the biological or adoptive parents are unable or unwilling to serve as the primary caregiver of the child; and

(C) has a legal relationship to the child, as such legal custody or guardianship, or is raising the child informally.

(3) CLIENT- For purposes of reporting, the “client” for the NFCSP is the caregiver, (not the child). However, service data may also be required for the care recipient.  

PRIORITY will be given to grandparents or older individuals who are relative caregivers that provide care for children with severe disabilities.  Preference should be given to providing services to older individuals with greatest economic need and older individuals with greatest social need (with particular attention to low- income older individuals including low-income minority individuals, older individuals with limited English proficiency, and older individuals residing in rural areas).
Emphasis will also be placed on projects that bring together a network of service providers, volunteers and community organizations with a strong follow-up component. Strong preference will be given to regional or sub-regional proposals that have one lead agency as the designated applicant.

That the number of older persons, poverty level persons, minority persons and developmentally disabled proposed to be served is proportional to this representation in the region to be served;

4)
That the proposed number of units of service, the unit cost and the cost effectiveness are substantiated; 

5)
That there is evidence of community support for the proposed program including cooperative arrangements with other elderly service programs;

6)
That the project will provide multi-town service delivery 
(minimum of two) unless an exception is made by the AASCC Board of Directors;

7)
That there is evidence of filling a gap in services, which would not be otherwise provided within the municipalities served;

8)
That there are plans for the organization of a project advisory committee, which include a description of the participation of older people and of representatives of the municipalities to be served;

9)
That the program has had success in meeting prior grant objectives including targets for service units, total unduplicated clients, poverty level clients and minority clients and shows wait list(s), if applicable;

10)
That the expenditure levels are comparable to previous awards;

11)
That there is previous record of timely and accurate submission of all required reports, including any audits;

12) That there is evidence of efforts to seek other funds and the availability of alternate funding to maintain the program;

13) Defined process for encouraging, collecting, and reporting client contributions;

14)
That there is demonstration of other relevant factors, including program effectiveness, innovation and quality as determined by the AASCC Allocations Committee.

GENERAL INFORMATION
1)
All funds are available to eligible not-for-profit agencies. Minimum threshold request for funding is $5,000.

2)
Service must be provided to persons aged 60 or older (exception is for Title III-E Family Caregiver Act programs).

3)
All applicants must abide by all pertinent AASCC, State Department of Social Services Aging Services Division, and Federal regulations for use of Title III funds.

4)
Priority for service must be given to those with the greatest economic or social needs with particular attention to low- income older individuals, including low-income minority older individuals, older individuals with limited English proficiency, and older individuals residing in rural areas as well as older individuals providing care and support to persons with mental retardation and related developmental disabilities (as defined in Section 102 of the Developmental Disabilities Assistance and Bill of Rights Act (42 U.S.C. 6001).   The term the "greatest economic need" is the need resulting from an income level at or below the poverty levels established by the Office of Management and Budget.  The term "greatest social need" is defined as the need caused by non-economic factors which include physical and mental disabilities, language barriers, and cultural, social, or geographical isolation including that caused by racial or ethnic status which restricts an individual's ability to perform normal daily tasks or which threatens such individual's capacity to live independently.

5)
Providers must provide services to low-income older minority 
individuals in at least the same proportion as the population 
of low-income minority older individuals bears to the population of older individuals of the area served by the provider.

6)
Providers must show evidence of initiating services under the 
approved project within 30 days of the starting date.

Providers must provide a 33% non-federal match to the 
Title III requested funds.  The match may not be from another federal source or be used to match another federal grant.  Providers who contract (Purchase of Service Agreement) with AASCC must use cash for the non-federal match.
